4.  The North Davies Avenue Boulevard is a project partly funded by the previous local board,
using the Local Board Transport Capital Fund.

6. Completion of the project is scheduled for approximately mid-March 2014, at which time an
opening ceremony for the project will be organised with the local board.

anti-social behavior in the East Tamaki-Otara walkways, particularly around the use of mini-
motorbikes.

10. Auckland Transport undertook a site visit to the identified walkways to see if there were
technical issues that could be addressed.

It was found that all of the walkways were not up to the same standard and the upgrade of
these walkways would be a significant undertaking, due to the scope of works required,
which includes the removal of existing barriers and their footings and the reinstatement of
new barriers. This type of work cannot be covered under the minor works budget which is
reserved primarily for line markings and signage.

It is unlikely that any improvements will provide deterrence for mini-bike users or the anti-
social behavior described by the previous board, particularly in the Dairy Road walkway.

It was noted that the current barrier layout installation is much tighter than the current
standard, and access for mobility impaired pedestrians would be improved if the correct
standard was implemented, but this would also allow greater access for mini-bike users.

Standardising the current barriers could be considered in the future works programme in the
next financial year, however given it is a relatively low transport priority and standardising
the barriers would not necessarily resolve the issue the former local board was attempting to
address, it is unlikely to attract Auckland transport funding.

On investigation, Auckland Transport has identified preferred options to fix the barrier issues
iffundi ng was available.

An
upgrade to the Manukau standard would actually widen the existing offsets and gaps,
most likely exacerbating the existing situation.

10. Recommendation: Replace existing barriers with barriers to the Manukau City
Standard detail. This will require complete reinstatement of the existing concrete for
removal of the existing barrier footings. This will provide for mobility impaired
pedestrians. It should be noted that this improvement will also improve access for the
motorised mini-bikes.

14. Recommendation: Install barriers at the entrances to the walkway to the Manukau City

Standard detail. There may be minimal concrete reinstatement required as the footings

can be keyed in without replacement of the entire slab. The existing barrier at the

point of the walkway should be removed as currently it does not provide the required 1.2

m clearance for mobility impaired pedestrians.

These barriers are not to the Manukau standard, the current clearance is 900 mm which
is below the required spacing for mobility impaired pedestrians. The walkway entrance
at the Leonard Place end does not have fence line all the way to the road reserve,
which makes the existing placement of the barriers useless in discouraging mini-bike
access.

Recommendation: Replace existing barriers at the Hamill Road end of the walkway
with barriers to the Manukau City Standard detail to provide adequate clearance for
mobility impaired pedestrians. This will require complete reinstatement of the existing
concrete for removal of the existing barrier footings. There is little advantage to
replacing the barriers at the Leonard Street end as there is currently no fence line to
form an impassable barrier on one side of the walkway. As part of the works there is an
opportunity to reinstate some of the walkway that has been broken up and creates a trip
hazard for users.

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PARKING SURVEY - PORTAGE ROAD/ROSEBANK ROAD | 2013

Introduction

The business located at 59 Portage Road has repeatedly complained regarding parking and its
use in the area.

In past, the matter had been investigated and revealed that parking outside the businesses on
Portage Road is primarily on private property. AT has no jurisdiction over these parking spaces
therefore, is unable to implement any parking restrictions and undertake their enforcement.

The Office of Member of Parliament had requested AT to instead investigate the possibility to
restrict on-street parking on Rosebank Road. [n order to better understand the parking
behaviour in the area, Auckland Transport has completed a parking survey.

This report summarizes the findings of the parking surveys and includes recommendations.

Location and site details

The block of shops is located on Portage Road, between Rosebank and, Station Road and Gray
Avenue. The parking survey included all the publically available parking within 50m of the
businesses and private parking located outside the shops on Portage Road.

The total capacity within the study is 30 parking spaces; these include ten P15, one P5 and one
Mobility parking space located outside the shops on Portage Road within the private property.
The remaining 18 parking spaces are unrestricted and located on Gray Ave, Rosebank Road and
Portage Road.

The following is a summary of the results of the parking surveys:

» The parking demand did not exceed the supply at any point during the survey period.

Highest occupancy was recorded at 9am and, between 2:30pm to 3:00pm when 10 out

of 30 parking spaces available in the study area were occupied.

The area experienced an average occupancy of 22% and peak occupancy of 33%

The average occupancy between 7:30am to 10am was 19%

The average occupancy between 10am to 2pm was 20%

The average occupancy between 2pm to 4:30pm was 27%

PS5 area on Portage Rd was used on two occasions on 1# August and once on 6 August

during the entire survey duration.

Maximum occupancy in parking spaces outside the shops was 50%. Parking was

available throughout the survey duration in this section.

» Most of the people parking on Rosebank Rd were customers using the laundromat
(usually parking for 1-1.5 hours).

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Conclusion

The parking assessment undertaken shows that the capacity within the study area is not being
exceeded with the average maximum parking demand being 10 spaces compared with the
overall capacity of 20 parking spaces.

The demand peaks after 2:30pm but remains approx. 33% with ample parking spaces still
available within the study area including outside the businesses on Portage Road.

There is no parking availability or capacity issues in the area. Based on the findings of these

parking survey results, there is no wider benelit in implementing parking restrictions on
Rosebank Road at this stage.

Bridge Street Bridge Cycleway project (formally known to the Local Board as Puhinui
Road) 1 is in detailed design and is due to be constructed this financial year starting in
March 2014. (Puhinui Road, Papatoetoe from Vision Place to Great South Road
crossing the railway using Kenderdine Road, Bridge Street and Cambridge Terrace)

Great South Road (Papakura Stream Bridge) Cycleway i has finished detailed design
and is due to be constructed in February 2014. (Great South Road, Takanini from
Kevale Place to Taka Street)

Great South Road (Wellington Street to Gatland Road) Cycleway (formally known to the
Local Board as Great South Road (Wellington Street to Drury)) i has the scheme
assessment finished. This is on the reserve list of projects to start detailed design in July
2014 and may be brought forward if budget becomes available.

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The Projects in Detail

The new cycleway projects T Station Road, Browns Road and St George Street

These three cycleways link cycling infrastructure on the recently raised and widened ralil
over-bridges with the surrounding cycle network. They connect cyclists to the Papatoetoe
and Manurewa town centres. This gives alternatives to the car for residents of the area to
access their town centres while being active. It encourages residents to shop locally in their
town centres. These projects also link to Puhinui, Homai and Manurewa train stations to
increase mobility to other employment and entertainment centres such as Manukau and
Auckland central.

AT completed a parking study to help develop a design that maintains existing parking in
high demand areas and identifies alternative parking. This parking study looked at likely
parking generators including residential properties with limited off street parking. It also
looked at where alternative parking is located and where there is currently high parking
demand.

The study found:

a. The majority of parking demand can be accommodated off-road, within private
premises.

b. Generally only a small percentage of the existing on-street car parks are used during
the working week and on the weekend.

c. There are a few isolated locations with limited or no alternative parking. AT has looked
at keeping as many parks as possible in these locations.
This study influenced the following:

a. For the majority of the route, where the parking demand can be accommodated off-road
or in nearby side streets, AT has designed on-road cycle lanes i therefore removing on-
street parking but retaining a flush median.

b. Areas where parking demand cannot be accommodated, AT has looked at retaining as
much of the on-street parking as possible. This has been done in the following areas:

e St George Street Bridge cycleway

A Outside Kohuora Park and Papatoetoe West School, AT is implementing a
shared-use path as parking is needed for the school. AT will discuss with
Papatoetoe West School the implementation of a walking school bus to and
from the Kohuora Park carpark next to the school to encourage a safe place
for dropping off and picking up children. The consultation plans are shown
at Attachment A.

e Browns Road Bridge cycleway

A Outside Homai Kindergarten, the Blind Institute, Homai School and
Manurewa High School, AT is removing the flush median to accommodate
alternating on-street parking. Right turn bays at intersections will be
maintained. AT will be liaising with schools to implement travel plans.

A Outside Browns Road superette (112 Browns Road), AT is widening the
intersection to accommodate the on-street parking.

e Station Road Bridge cycleway

A Outside Mountfort Park, AT has not added any on-road cycle lanes as there
is an existing off road cycle path. The cycle lane starts at the pedestrian
zebra crossing near Josie Lane.

A On the corner of Weymouth Road and Russell Road, AT is changing the
current angle parks (which cause issues when vehicles are backing out) to
parallel parks. There is an area where AT is adding parks. Overall, there
will be a loss of two parks but the increase in safety at this busy location is
considered to outweigh the loss.

A Outside Income NZ on Selwyn Road, AT will stop the cycleway in order to
keep the fully utilised on-street car parking.

12. The proposed resulting impacts for the parking removal are:

a. St George St i Removing 58% of the parking (Parking removed by this proposal
expressed as a percentage of the available parking along this route, including the
available parking 50m up the intersecting side roads and parking in Kohuora Park. The
existing number of parks is 446. Of this the maximum number of parking spaces
currently being used is 172 (39% occupancy). After the proposal is completed there will
be 300 car parks (57% maximum occupancy).

b. Browns Rd i Removing 68% of the parking (Parking removed by this proposal
expressed as a percentage of the available parking along this route, including the
available parking 50m up the intersecting side roads. The existing number of parks is
779. Of this the maximum number of parking spaces currently being used is 179 (23%
occupancy). After the proposal is completed there will be 398 car parks (45% maximum
occupancy).

c. Station Rd T Removing 60% of the parking (Parking removed by this proposal
expressed as a percentage of the available parking along this route, including the
available parking 50m up the intersecting side roads and in Mountfort Park is included).
The existing number of parks is 922. Of this the maximum number of parking spaces
currently being used is 204 (22% occupancy). After the proposal is completed there will
be 403 car parks (51% maximum occupancy).

Update on existing cycleway project i Bridge Street

13. The main concern expressed during previous consultation for this project was parking for
Puhinui School. AT has been liaising with the school principal and has agreed on the
following actions:

a. Provide a plan which shows parents alternative parking/drop off/pick up areas within the
school and on-road using surrounding streets.

b. Leading up to the implementation, AT will provide ambassadors to talk with parents, and
hand out educational material etc, as they are dropping their children off and picking
their children up.

c. Liaise with parking enforcement to give appropriate warning to offending drivers when
the cycleway is implemented rather than ticketing vehicles straight away.

d. Maintain an enforcement strategy for an appropriate length of time to encourage
behavioural change.
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14. Puhinui School has started many initiatives itself to lessen reliance on Puhinui Road parking,
including constructing a car park off road which includes a drop off / pick up area. This will
be constructed by the time construction on the cycleway is started.

15. The other improvements made during detailed design include:

a. Improve the safety for the vehicles parking outside 284 Puhinui Road. The current
layout enables cars to park all around the corner. This allows unsafe parking to occur
right on the corner. AT have changed the on-street car parking on Puhinui Road by
reducing the parking spaces to one, which enables the car park to be further back from
the intersection with Noel Burnside Road. To compensate for this AT have provided
parallel parking on Noel Burnside Road from 284 Puhinui to 8 Noel Burnside Road
(refer to figure 4) by removing the cycle lane for that section. AT acknowledges that 284
will have less parking on Puhinui Road however the safety issue of the current parking
arrangement cannot be ignored. The property owner of 284 Puhinui Road will be
notified of these changes.

b. AT have improved the design around Puhinui Station by providing:

¢ Better pedestrian and cyclist access to the station, and

¢ The use of revised road marking to slow vehicles down around the corner.
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16. The final design will be communicated to the residents via a letter drop to the original
catchment. The plans of the final design are shown at Attachment B.

Update on existing cycleway project i Great South Road (Papakura Stream Bridge)

17. All concerns raised from the previous consultation have been resolved including:
a. Parking outside 276 and 278 Great South Road has been reinstated.

b. Traffic Islands have been moved to create better access to properties.

18. The Road Safety Audit has since raised a concern about traffic queuing over the proposed
cycle lane during peak traffic flows just south of Beaumaris Way and just north of Taka
Street. AT has responded to this by providing two vehicle lanes in this area. As a result, AT
investigated the effects of removing some parking in these locations. A parking study was
completed during a weekday, Saturday and Sunday. The number of vehicles parked was
noted every 15 minutes. The maximum number of cars parked in each area across all three
days is shown in figure 5.
