Purpose

1.  This report provides an update on local transport matters over the last month for the
Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board.

Executive Summary

2.  This report contains a general monthly update on transport matters both locally and from
across Auckland and a list of issues currently being addressed by Auckland Transport for
the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board.

Recommendation/s

Discussion

Waddon-Windrush Project
3. This project is a ‘legacy’ project that was originally proposed when Manukau City Council
was the relevant Territorial Local Authority.

4.  The project involves widening a walkway that runs from Windrush Close to Waddon Place.

5.  The walkway is narrow, poorly lit and has become a high crime area and widening the

walkway into a road is seen as a solution that will make the area safer with regards to crime.

6. At this time the project is listed in Auckland Transport’s three year budget, the Regional
Land Transport Programme (RLTP).

7. Last month it was reported that Auckland Council and Auckland Transport are currently
reviewing future transport budgets and that based on the limited ‘transport’ related benefits
this project delivers it could be removed form Auckland Transport’s future programme.

8.  Auckland Transport appreciates that this project is a very high priority for the Mangere-

Otahuhu Local Board and has made the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board aware of this risk as
early as possible so that the Board is able to lobby Auckland Council’s Governing Body and

investigate other funding options.

9.  Auckland Transport is helping the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board to try and identify
alternative options to deliver this project or a similar project that will improve safety from
crime in the area.

East - West Link
10. The AMETI East - West Study is a project to analyse transport routes between SH20 and

SH1 and develop solutions for managing an anticipated increase in road freight through that

corridor of 60% in the next 30 years. In particular, the objective will be to permit better
connectivity for the industrial areas of Onehunga-Southdown, East Tamaki-Highbrook, the
Airport, Wiri and southern Mt Wellington.

11. Inmid-2013 the Prime Minister asked New Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA) to advise the

Government which elements of AMETI and the East-West Link could be accelerated with
additional funding, and how that funding can best be targeted across both projects.

In late November Auckland Council, NZTA and Auckland Transport staff were involved in a
multi-disciplinary inquiry-by-design process to develop, refine and evaluate options. This
process involved the assessment of all information available including the written and verbal
submissions made by Local Boards. The process also included staff from Auckland Council
including Local Board Services and Community Development.

At the moment a Treasury ‘Better Business Case’ evaluation is being done that will guide
selection of a preferred option for NZTA/central government investment.

High level cost estimates will be calculated and each programme option will be evaluated
against the investment objectives and critical success factors and presented to the Auckland
Transport and NZTA Boards in 2014.

The Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board and Auckland Transport have engaged about this
project in the following ways:

1. 22 August 2012 an initial workshop was attended by representatives of the Mangere-
Otahuhu Local Board;

2. After this workshop the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board made a written submission to
the project team.

3. 20 February 2013 another workshop was conducted with representatives from all
affected Local Boards, including the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board;

4.  After this workshop another written submission was provided by the Mangere-Otahuhu
Local Board;

5. 20 June 2013 a briefing was held between the Project Team and Mangere-Otahuhu
Local Board representatives;

24 June 2013 a workshop was conducted with all affected Local Boards;

17 July 2013 the Project Team met with the whole Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board and
discussed proposed options, outlined the reasoning behind the options and discussed
this information with the Board Members;

8. 28 August 2013 the Project Team came to the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board regular
workshop and discussed the Board’s concerns about the options that were presented.
(N.B. details of the discussion were reported to the September 2013 Mangere-
Otahuhu Local Board meeting)

9. 2 September 2013 - Local Boards that are in the effected area met together and
discussed their opinions of the options presented to date provided ideas for other
options that could be considered by the Project Team.

10. 7 November 2013 — Auckland Transport officers met with the ‘Respect Our
Community’ advocacy group.

11. 11 November 2013 — The local Sua William Sio was briefed of the project and invited
the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board Chair to the meeting.

12. 4 December 2013 — The AMETI East-West project team met with the full Mangere-
Otahuhu Local Board and discussed progress and the planned future development of
the project.

Auckland Transport is intending to run the first trial of the 'Future Streets’ programme in
Mangere.

‘Future Streets’ is a safety and ‘liveability’ programme that involves redesigning and
modifying residential streets to reduce the number of heavy vehicles, slow traffic down and
improve walking and cycling routes.

The Project Team asked for
assistance engaging with the local community and the Transport Portfolio Leads have
provided a list of key local people and organisations that they believe the team should
involve in planning this project.

4.  The Project Team is still working closely with stakeholder groups from the local
community, and has been well supported by the Transport Portfolio Leaders,
identifying the best ways to engage the community and the best areas for the project.

Christmas 2013.

This objective has not been met the project has taken longer than originally planned and the
new plan is that:

On 22 January 2014 the project team will brief the Mangere-Otahuhu Local Board on
progress.

The PAUP was publicly notified in September 2013, with submissions closing on 28
February 2014.

Auckland Council will make a submission to the independent Hearings Panel on the PAUP.
The proposed scope of the council submission is limited to identifying errors, clarifying
interpretation of matters and incorporating new information (for instance plan change
decisions) since the governing body decision to notify the PAUP.

While the governing body has decision making responsibility for the submission, it is
intended to be a “whole of Auckland Council” submission that includes the views of local
boards. Boards have been involved in the development of the Unitary Plan since mid-2012
via community engagement activity, provision of formal feedback, joint workshops, a political
working party and speaking rights at Auckland Plan Committee meetings making decisions
on the notified version of the Unitary Plan.

During November and December 2013, the Unitary Plan Committee held a series of
workshops to provide guidance to officers drafting the submission. Local board chairs were
invited to attend and participate in these workshops.

12. Local board feedback on the Unitary Plan has been submitted at the initial stakeholder
engagement phase (November 2012) and on the draft Unitary Plan (July 2013).

15. It has not yet been confirmed whether the independent Hearings Panel will agree to meet
with individual local boards as part of the hearings process.
