The Petition summary states - ‘Since the heavy traffic cannot
be trusted to use Gavin Street North during the allowed
times, and with the need to decrease the dangerous
environment from hundreds of cars/heavy vehicles that cut
through daily, the residents of Gavin Street North, Ellerslie,
we request Auckland City Council to make the required
changes noted below’.
