This is a pilot to start the engagement with young people in Albany that would make a difference by having trained youth
mentors on hand and a trained musician facilitating the space who is also a music therapist practicing community music
therapy. We also want to include visits from Zeal for special events.

Local youth such as the UHYC and YAP, have expressed their strong need to have a place to just hang out with their
friends that is safe, they can make new friends, and have fun. If the youth start becoming engaged in this space, it would be
a great way to connect with them and have them initiate and participate in local community events and activities - to actually
have the ‘youth zone" where young people can make a difference in our community.

Already we have youth who attend fortnightly UHYC meetings, who want Albany House as their space, who are initiating a
project through their school (ASHS) to give the exterior of Albany House a facelift’. They have started working with Council
officers to provide proposals and link in with community organisations to make it more community and youth friendly.
