LBTCF Ostend Road Update  

6. The Waiheke Local Board requested that Auckland Transport;   

¶  Resolution # WHK/2014/209 

1) Scopes and provides indicative cost estimates for the following potential Local Board 
Transport Capital Funds project; 

¶ Formation of low level multiuse trail, Ostend road verge.  

7. Full options have been identified and will be discussed in the July 2015 board meeting. 

 

8. The further 16 projects were priced with rough order of costs provided and are to be 
discussed in the July 2015 Board meeting.  

 
The Esplanade Monitoring report  

9. In December 2010 a section of The Esplanade between Lannan Road and Kiwi Street was 
closed (on a trial basis) to all traffic except pedestrians and cyclists.  

10. It was intended that this closure would be reviewed by Auckland Transport after it had been 
in place for one year. 

11. The reasoning at the time for the trial closure was firstly Police concerns regarding the 
number of vehicle crashes occurring on this stretch of road. 

12. Secondly there was a perception that the road, with its existing controls, was unsafe for 
vulnerable road users, (pedestrians and cyclists) due to the lack of dedicated footpath or 
cycle lane. 

13. In addition, public consultation regarding the closure indicated that residents on Waiheke 
Island were evenly divided on whether the road should remain open for all vehicular traffic. 

14. As reported to the Local Board in December 2011, the condition of The Esplanade 
deteriorated significantly during the trial closure and Auckland Transport was unable to 
safely reopen the road to vehicular traffic after the trial period in December 2011. 

15. Auckland Transport investigated several options for the future operation of The Esplanade, 
and these options were reported to the Local Board in June 2012.  

16. Auckland Transportôs preferred option was to reopen The Esplanade to two-way traffic and 
create a óshared environmentô.  

17. After discussion the Local Board supported this option and resolved (resolution number 
WHK/2012/162): 

 c) That the Waiheke Local Board convenes a working party of all available Local 
Board members: Auckland Transport officers, including Community Transport 
officers, two Cycle Action Waiheke (CAW) representatives and a representative from 
both the Waiheke Pony Club and the Waiheke Riding Club to look at suitable designs 
for a óshared environment/spaceô on The Esplanade 

 d) That the Waiheke Local Board notes that a óshared environmentô would be 
reinforced by methods such as appropriate signage, a lower speed environment and 
traffic calming devices at appropriate locations. 

Following consultation with key stakeholders, traffic calming measures were designed.     

18. These measures were installed and The Esplanade was subsequently reopened as a 
shared environment.

19. In March 2014 Auckland Transport commissioned a site monitoring survey (copy of survey 
attached as Appendix ñAò).  General observations and discussions with Emergency 
Services, indicated that the reopening of, The Esplanade has not significantly reduced 
pedestrian and cyclist amenity and safety. 

20. The survey showed the road was still well used by pedestrians and cyclists and was 
operating in a safe manner. (Pedestrian and cyclist numbers appear to be greater than when 
surveyed while the road was still closed to motorised traffic.) 

21. Traffic volumes and speeds were observed to be low with good motorist behaviour. 

22. Auckland Transport agreed to carry out a further survey in approximately 12 monthsô time. 

23. In March 2015 Auckland Transport again conducted a site monitoring survey (copy of survey 
attached as Appendix ñBò). This survey showed no significant safety or operational issues 
had been identified for road users of The Esplanade. The speed tables at the ends of the 
route and the narrowingôs along the route were seen to be bringing vehicle speeds down to 
an acceptable level. 

24. Auckland Transport is still of the opinion that measures taken on The Esplanade to date 
have not significantly reduced pedestrian and cyclist amenity and safety and that it is 
functioning as a óshared environmentô as intended.

26. From the 19 July 2015, there will be more trips and some new bus routes on Waiheke, 
designed to better connect with the ferries.

¶ Weekends 15 additional trips per day  
 
28. New route 5, Rocky Bay to/from Matiatia, via Hill Road 

¶ Weekdays 4 trips per day 

¶ Weekends 15 trips per day  
 
29. New route 6, Onetangi to/from Matiatia via Rocky Bay  

¶ Weekdays 7 trips per day 
 
30. All other Waiheke trips/routes/schedules stay the same
