Presentation to the Auckland Council governing body
from Save Our Unique Landscape (SOUL). August 2014

Background and introduction:

On 1 May 2014, Auckland Council voted to recommend to the
Minister of Housing that the land at 545 Oruarangi Road,
Mangere be recommended for declaration as a Special Housing
Area. To reach that recommendation Auckland Council were
not fully briefed on the cultural, historical and archaeological
significance of the Oruarangi site.

Furthermore there was no effective, meaningful and genuine
efforts of consultation, in good faith, between the iwi kainga
and ahi kaa (families and residents living at the papakainga)
prior to making their decision. In addition, Councils efforts to
research alternative viable locations are not apparent.

The entire Ihumatao area is a cultural landscape, embedded
with identity, meaning, and significance. The character and
integrity of the whole area is made up of its constituent parts,
such as the maunga, the awa, the village, and the open nature
of the landscape. The lhumatao area is significant due to its
place within this landscape, as well as its fertile soils, and its
specific Waahi tapu areas. Waahi tapu, including springs and
lava tunnel entrances, are located within the project site. While
the project site has been subjected to historic modification
(clearance and ploughing) it is highly probable that further
features and artefacts associated with Maori occupation and
activity remain undetected beneath the ground surface.

The lhumatao area is considered by Mana Whenua and Iwi
Kainga to have strong wairua and mauri values associated with
it. The strong spiritual and cultural connection held by the
mana whenua provides them with a sense of meaning,
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
