Subject: Update on demographic advisory panels' work programmes

This memo provides an update on council demographic advisory panels’ achievements and work
programmes.

Background
Auckland Council has six demographic advisory panels. These include:

Disability Advisory Panel

Ethnic Peoples Advisory Panel

Pacific Peoples Advisory Panel
Rainbow Communities Advisory Panel
Seniors Advisory Panel

Youth Advisory Panel.

The Rainbow Communities Advisory Panel was newly established in 2015, and the appointment of
its members was completed in September 2015.

The role of the demographic advisory panels is to provide strategic advice on issues of significance
for the communities they represent, and to advise the council on effective engagement with these
communities.

2014/2015 work programmes

The five advisory panels in existence during the 2014/15 financial year have provided strategic
advice on policy development and engagement on a number of key policies and projects in the
2014/2015 year, including:

Long-term Plan 2015-2025 (LTP)
significance and engagement policy
community grants policy

draft alcohol policy.

Each panel is mandated to develop an annual work programme, comprising focus areas of
relevance to their communities on which they wish to provide advice to the council. Attachment A
lists the panels’' 2014/15 focus areas.

The panels’ key achievements in the 2014/2015 financial year are as follows:

* The Seniors Advisory Panel has focused heavily on housing issues — affordable and
accessible housing that suits different life stages. The panel used the LTP consultation
and other feedback opportunities to emphasise the need for housing planning and policy
to be inclusive of older people. The panel is collaborating with the Disability Advisory
Panel to provide advice to Panuku Development Auckland on inclusive housing

approaches in Auckland.
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» A key achievement for the Disability Advisory Panel includes providing support and
guidance on the development of a disability action plan for the council. The panel is
working closely with the council’s community and social policy team for the plan.

+ The Youth Advisory Panel’s involvement in the co-design of the “| am Auckland Action
Plan for Children and Young Persons® was important and rewarding for the panel. The

panel provided beneficial advice from a youth perspective on the local alcohol policy and
the youth, sport and recreation strategy.

« Following the resignation of two members, the Ethnic Peoples Advisory Panel held a
strategy session to refine their focus, and agreed their goals for the remainder of the
term. Feedback on the significance and engagement policy has been a key piece of
work for the Ethnic Peoples Advisory Panel. The panel is locking forward to working on
the guidelines for engaging with ethnic people, which will support the policy.

« The Pacific Peoples Advisory Panel provided written and verbal feedback to the LTP
team, highlighting areas critical to the prosperity and wellbeing of Pacific communities.
These included community engagement and development, economic
development/Pacific business ownership and COMET Auckland. The panel's feedback
on COMET was influential in raising awareness with councillors at a LTP workshop. As a
result, the proposed 43 per cent cut to COMET funding did not proceed in the final LTP.

In addition to advice in meetings or follow-up feedback, panel members have attended working
groups and seminars to support council projects and outcomes. These include:

Auckland is my playground

appointment of members to the Auckland Regional Migrant Services Trust
assisting on a request for proposal for the Pasifika Festival

International Day of the Older Persons

LTP have your say events.

Completed items in the 2014/2015 work programmes (i.e. the LTP) will be closed, and the
remaining initiatives will continue into the 2015/2016 work programmes.

2015/2016 work programmes
The panels are finalising their 2015/2016 work programmes.

The Rainbow Communities Advisory Panel’s work programme will be ready by early December
2015 and will be submitted for approval to the Regional Strategy and Policy Commitiee before year

end.
