¢ Our organization — began in 2010 in response to graffitti, car thefts, car break-ins and gang house
activity .Formed into a Neighbourhood Support / Watch Community group based on Western
upper Fowlds Ave and streets north of Haverstock Rd and including; Euston, Watea, and Taumata
Roads comprising over 300 households. Another small local Neighbourhood Support Grp exists in
Watea Rd as part of this district

s Experience to date
Our Story as New Zealanders - Visions Dreams
The personal reasons our great grandparents and grandparents come to NZ from Irefand or via the Pacific
is because of their dissatisfaction with the old worlds in Europe and the hope that this new land would
provide a better quality of life. Survey of NZers from all groups continues to value its suburban lifestyle
including its villas and bungalows, open spaces, beaches, uncrowded cities, and relatively unpolluted
environments We are puzzled how this mad scramble to replace this suburban environment with a high
density Urban one at any cost it seems, is consistent with such hope of the past and visions for future in
the Worlds Most Liveable City in a “well built” environment for ourselves our extended families our
children and grandchildren.

The area supports increased intensification in Auckland providing the Zones for it are appropriate and it
is well designed, well built and supervised and subject to adequate public participation . This is not
currently the case in our opinion or thousands of other Aucklander’s in the Boards area.

However- The primary issues problem in the Boards Area of lack of ability to make submissions on huge
areas of change released only in mid December just before Xmas directly affecting peoples properties -
And they were not planned to be released at all, until just before the councils submission on the 28"
January Currently the maps have been withdrawn from public access until the Councils submission to
the IHP on the 3" March These issues are not confined Sandringham. But are right across the Board’s
Area.

-Change from single houses to MHSZ and mixed housing to MHUZ & THAZ are in Black Lines asked for
by Developers Housing Corp or other Money making groups affect everyone, are proposed for
Sandringham Owairaka —Roskill -Kingsland — New Winsor- Mt Albert —Pt Chev - Hillsborough Manukau
shoreline.....

These are just as concerning to residents as the Blue out of scope changes and we suggest the Board
should call for the right to have a say by late submission on these areas. In our part of Sandringham the
worst affected are the Taumata Rd ~Marn Rd- Eden View Rd-Kitchener Haverstock--Coyle- Grove-
Columbia _Huntingtree- Shackleton-Peart Rd residents

-a large number of Blue Line “out of scope changes “ no one asked for are proposed for Sandringham
Owairaka ~Roskill = Three Kings -Kingsland — New Winsor- Mt Albert -Pt Chey — Hillsborough Manukau
shoreline.....

The key issues is the unfairness of the process which prevents residents whose properties are directly
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affected or next to these zones from making submissions on the matter-

After the initial struggle and round of submissions which we participated in, many of us had no idea
Council and the 1HP would continue to Up-Zone areas for grater densities inside the process thus
preventing participation. Consequently we did not make further submissions to the second legal round and
now find ourselves shut out of the process. Even now there are substantial developer groups for eg like
Generation Zero, Ockham Developments and Housing Corp wanting even greater densities so the
outcome of the current IHP may well be even further un-reviewable density changes.

¢ Why is it that Council will Up-zone densities in black lines based on a single submission of vested
interest but will not Down —zone based on any submissions? Why is it that the lower
socioeconomic areas are being forced to carry the brunt of Up-Zoning ~Is this yet more evidence of
money wealth and power advantaging some and suppressing others?
e The scale and impacts of the likely changes
¢ The challenges for residents in participating in a complex process most of us have been unable to
participate in because of this complexity and cost. Frankly many people and exhausted by the work
needed to date.
e The unfair processes ~How we know
- On all occasions we have visited residents delivering information we have found no one who
understands or knows anything about the Zoning provisions and changes. Of most concern is the
situation of residents whose zoning has changed from the original proposals without any
notification or knowledge of these changes . Especially those properties and neighbours who have
been up-zoned from Mixed Suburban Zone ( to Mixed Urban(MHU) and Terrace & Apartment
zoning (THA) .
Worst affected in our small zone of interest are the Taumata Rd residents Their situations is aa follows as
they describe-

Recommendations-

s That the Board pass the resolutions in front if it today with addition of the words
Therefore urges the Unitary Plan Committee to rescind the out-of =scope changes and open up the
unexpected black line changes for further submission by directly affected persons
e That the Board seek the support of other Local Boards to act on the resolutions
o That the Board seek to require Council to provide greater transparent information flow and
assistance to residents directly affected by the unfair processes failing this the Board assist
groups supporting residents to hold meetings and information sessions themselves .
¢ Take any other measure the board considers necessay
