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1. Creating Communities is building approx. 300 houses in Glen Innes. We have completed

construction on 70 houses, of which 37 are for HNZ. We currently have construction underway
on a further 122 homes including the first of 34 affordable homes, and 41 further HNZ homes.

Proposed development of 19-21 Eastview Rd is inhibited by a reserve tree whose foliage and
root ball is occupies 150sqm of 19 Eastview Rd. In our view, the tree and the proposed
development are incompatible.

A re-design of the development is not an option as it would eliminate up to four household units
(4/12 or one 3" of total), and increase costs due to building across instead of along
topographical lines, and breach compliance with Council engineering standards.

4. We believe that there are some good reasons for the removal of the tree;

Ends

a. Natural justice suggests that the public tree should not impede on the private property
right to the extent that it does (roughly 20% of the address unavailable for
development), If this was not the case, then the high density permitted in the site
would be inappropriate.

b. We believe that the tree, while an impressive mature specimen, is an exotic, and its
amenity and ecological value is as a minor element of a much larger stand of trees,
rather than as and of itself. (Visual)

c. We believe that the need for additional housing is greater than the need to preserve the
tree. This is inherent in the zoning of the site by Auckland Council, and the creation of
the Special Housing Area. The proposed housing comprises minor dwelling units at
ground level, and family living at the first floor. This typology is a very efficient way of
accommodating extended families as well as offering the flexibility of an affordable
rental.

d. We believe that the most compelling argument is that the proposed dwellings provide
significant CPTED safety improvements to the risky environment that exists in Maybury
reserve. This is a significant advantage to the community, at no financial cost to the
public purse. {visual from 29 Eastview)

We understand that Council has commissioned a report that contrary to the previous advice of
the parks manager, suggests that the tree can be pruned. Our independent advice suggests that
this is not the case. While the tree might survive the pruning, the foundation work and
service’s connections at the tree’s base, will significantly compromise the root system. We also
note that while the tree could be pruned, it will grow back and this will create an ongoing
conflict between the building and the tree.

We believe that the park trees should be viewed as a decades long evolving eco system rather
than at a snapshot in time. To this end we believe that the planting of two native specimen
trees, at CCL's cost, at a more appropriate location in the reserve, is an improved outcome.

I would also like to note that CCL believes that the reserve is an important community asset and
has previously shown its commitment through the financial support of community groups in
regenerating the Omaru stream and undertaking riparian planting.
