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Foreword

Across Auckland, 94% of adults and 98% of young people annually participate in sport or recreation annually.
Providing access to high quality sports facilities is critical to maintaining and improving these participation rates.

Auckland Council invests in sport and recreation because it delivers a range of positive outcomes. There are
proven health and wellbeing benefits; along with delivering community, social and economic outcomes.

Purpose

Auckland Council is looking to develop a coordinated approach to its investment in sports facilities. This
discussion document is the first step. It seeks stakeholders’ views on the following two questions:

1. How should Auckland Council invest in sports facilities given funding and land supply constraints and a
growing and changing population?

2. How can the sports sector, including Auckland Council, respond to increasing demand for sport facilities with
the same funding and land supply constraints?

There are two key strands to this work. One is to develop a clear set of principles and priorities to guide Auckland
Council's investment.

The second strand is to work alongside the sector to progressively plug gaps in Auckland's sports facility
provision and to respond to changes in participation. We are starting the discussion, but the response will need to
encompass all funding partners and the sports sector.

Approach

The discussion document starts by providing background information on the benefits of sports facilities, the
demand and supply trends, and funding patterns. This is followed by a summary of the funding challenges, and
discussions on Auckland Council's roles, possible investment frameworks and options to increase value for
money.

Questions to help guide feedback are included. We would like to hear your views and experience on the demand,
supply and funding issues. We would also like to have your feedback on the evidence presented in this
document. Any suggested options for responding to future challenges are welcomed.

Auckland Council will consider your feedback before drafting the Sports Facilities Investment Plan, which will set
out Auckland Council’'s investment framework and priorities for sports facilities.

A separate strand of work has commenced to improve funding and participation data and to assist the
development of code plans for all sports. Findings of this work will inform the development of a sector-wide sports
investment plan.

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Why develop a sports facilities investment plan?

One of Auckland Council's key functions is long-term planning for sports services and facilities to meet the demands of a changing population. A key challenge facing Auckland
Council, and the sport and recreation sector, is to find a way to effectively respond to increasing demand for sports facilities over the next 20 years in the face of growing financial
and land supply constraints. Delivering a return on investment in terms of physical activity, community and social wellbeing, and economic outcomes is also fundamental.

Auckland Council is developing a coordinated approach to its investment in sports facilities. There
are two aspects to this work.

Overarching

investment

1. Animmediate task is to develop a clear set of principles and priorities to guide Auckland framework(s)
Council’'s investment over the next 20 years. Current levels of investment are insufficient to
satisfy future demand, therefore, allocation decisions need to be made.

2. The objective is to work alongside the sector to progressively address gaps in supply across
Auckland’s sport facilities network and to respond to changes in participation. A collective
response is required. The facilities investment plans will look at all forms of organised sport competition and training. Infrastructure

for informal recreational activities is excluded, as are aspects covered by other plans. There are some
overlaps in cases when a facility is used for both sport and recreation purposes.

Scope

Part of an investment management life cycle

The development of the Sport Facilities Investment Plan is a programmed piece of work. It is in
direct response to the Auckland Sport and Recreation Strategic Action Plan 2014-2024. The 36 sports included in the original 2009 Greater Auckland Regional Sport Facility Strategy are in
scope.
