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RE-Route Options Kauri Glen Track S18 report to Kaipatiki Local Board 15"Feb 2017

Having been a landowner right next to this bush for 50 years, | would like to make some
observations on Option A the yelow track from the knowledge gained over that period.

First of all, the members of Kauri Glen Bush Society Inc. who live next to the entrance to this track,
want Option C. There are many tracks in the Kaipatiki area that give access to second growth bush
similar to Option A. However, there are few opportunities for a track like Option C within the
Kaipatiki area both for the Kauri and the rain forest views.

We would encourage all members of the Kaipatiki board to walk through both options, the wow
factor of option C, in our experience, does stop visitors. This track should not be just another
opportunity for walkers to increase their pedometer count in the shade, but an experience for
bush lovers and those who will, through the experience, learn to love and protect this precious
resource,

Option A has some significant costs and draw backs which need to be factored into the decision

making.

* Sewage over flow: This has been a significant problem since Northcote Borough days. The
sewer pipe that is above ground between the option A track and the gymnasium, overflows
raw sewage a least two or three times a year that we are aware of and this will be even
more offensive, in addition to the potential health hazard, with the track running over it
[there is no overbridge allowed for on the drawings supplied].

@ At the November 2012 hearing application for 26 lots at 20 & 34 Park Ave, Birkenhead

(in response to a submission that these lots should not go ahead till sewage problems

were solved) we were verbally assured that by flushing this line every 6months the

sewer would not aver flow. With these lots now under development and yet to be
inhabited and adding to the sewage flow, the overflows continue to occur.

The problem has continued over the 6 years since the assurance of regular line

flushing. The latest incindent occurred on approximately the 4 " of December 2016

[about 5 months after the last flush]. It was unblocked by the maintenance contractor

that day, however, in response to my follow-up as to whether the sewer was being

flushed 6 monthly, they sent another contractor with a camera on the 16" of January

@ This inspection was aborted as they could not view the drain past the 24m mark into
the 44m drain. The line was was so blocked up they had to discontinue the
examination,

% On the 19" they returned with their camera and a flushing unit and | presumed cleared

the obstruction. | have yet to hear back as promised. | understand that this drain is not

at the proper gradients due | presume to the subsidence since the drain was laid above
ground.

The cost to relay this section of drain needs to be added to option A and carried out

before the track could be realigned.

* College students off track meeting areas: Where there is a track that runs through flat
areas, the local college students tend to establish meeting areas that flatten the
surrounding bush,
© At times, over the years, this has been much worse than it is at present. Our concern is

that with the option A track so close to the unfenced school grounds, (and being so
flat), it will surely avail its self to easy access and quick escape routes if a teacher
happens to patrol an area,

@ This will lead to destruction of the native vegetation. A partial solution would be a 2m
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
