1. To outline the process to prepare a master plan for Green Road Reserve and seek the local
boarddéds approval to prepare a master plan.

2.  The Rodney Local Board requested staff provide advice on the process, costs and
timeframes to prepare a master plan for Green Road Reserve.

3. The purpose of the master plan is to guide decision-making for the management and
development of Green Road Reserve.

4.  The proposed process to develop a master plan consists of two phases. The first phase is a
needs assessment to establish priority uses for the park and key principles to guide the
management and development of the park. This will inform the second phase which is to
develop a master plan.

The process will involve consultation with the local community and key stakeholders.

The master plan will include principles for the management of the park which will be
incorporated into a future multiple park management plan for the Rodney Local Board area.

7.  Staff have estimated the cost to prepare a master plan for Green Road Reserve will be
$110,000 based on similar master plans.

Horopaki / Context

8. Green Road Reserve is a 154 hectare park in Dairy Flat. The park was purchased by the
former Rodney District Councili n t he early 2000060s wunder secti
The land is suitable for a variety of organised sports and recreation activities. Many sports
codes have indicated an interest in using the park.

9. The park is not currently subject to the Reserves Act. The former Rodney District Council
prepared a draft reserve management plan for the park in 2010 which is required as part of
the purchase conditions. The draft reserve management plan recommended most of the
park be declared and classified as recreation reserve. This has not been adopted, therefore
the terms of the Public Works Act purchase have not been fulfilled.

10. The park is currently leased for grazing cattle and sheep. The North Harbour Pony Club,
Silverdale Branch Inc. and the North Shore Model Aero Club were granted five year leases
by the Rodney Local Board in February 2017.

11. The Rodney Local Board are keen to understand the community and open space needs for
the reserve and have asked staff to provide advice on the development of a master plan and

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how the management elements of the master plan can be incorporated into a future multiple
park management plan for the local board area (open space management plan).

12. The purpose of the master plan will be to identify a vision for the development, management
and use of the park and to guide future decision-making for the park.

13. The master plan process will consist of a research phase and a design phase. The research
will produce a needs assessment to establish priority uses for the park and identify key
principles for the development and management of the park.

14. This will involve workshops and interviews with key stakeholders including the existing
leaseholders and a programme of engagement with the local community in conjunction with
the | ocal boardo6s strategic broker.

15. The research will inform the second phase of the project to develop a master plan. The
master plan process will include community and key stakeholder involvement.

16. The master plan document will consist of:
a) A vision for the future of Green Road Reserve

b) Principles for the development of Green Road Reserve which can be incorporated into a
future open space management plan for the Rodney Local Board area

c) A master plan including staged development of the park and indicative costs
d) A summary of the consultation process and analysis of the consultation

e) A design rationale and

f)  Animplementation plan.

17. Itis recommended that the completion of the Green Road master plan is aligned with the
development of the Rodney Local Board open space management plan so the management
principles can be incorporated into the management plan.

18. The funding of the development of an open space management plan is subject to decisions
by the Rodney Local Board on its 2018/2019 work programme.

19. Subject to the decision being made in June 2018 to approve the Rodney Local Board
Agreement for 2018/2019 the open space management plan will be programmed to start in
October 2018 which will allow the principles to be incorporated and the master plan to be
completed in February 2019. The master plan will be finally adopted with the open space
management plan in December 2019.

20. The diagram below outlines the phases and indicative planned months for completion of the
master plan.

21. Staff discussed the process, costs and timeframes for preparing a master plan for Green
Road Reserve at a local board workshop in November 2017.

22. At the workshop the local board indicated they would like to hear community views on their
desires for future use of the land as a first phase in association with the strategic broker. The
board is seeking a master plan as well as the policies in a reserve management plan. Advice
was sought on the best way forward and costs of this process.

23. The local board will be involved in the process to develop the plan through attendance at
workshops and community engagement and regular reporting to the local board by staff.

24. Mana whenua and m(tUwvaka will be consulted as part of the development of the
management plan.

NgU ri tpeintgema O/ Financial implications
25. The estimated cost to complete a publicly consulted master plan for Green Road Reserve is

$110,000. This is based on recent master planning projects for parks of similar size,
complexity and public interest.

26. Itis recommended that the local board fund the master plan from their Locally Driven
Initiatives budget and that the phasing is aligned to the delivery of the Rodney open space
management plan. $50,000 will be required in the 2017/2018 financial year; and $50,000 in
the following (2018/2019) financial year. This will fund community engagement and
professional services including research and landscape architecture. The plan will be
finalised after the completion of the Rodney open space management plan and will require
$10,000 in the 2019/2020 financial year to make any changes and publish the document.

27. The alignment of the master plan process with the development of the Rodney open space
management plan will realise savings in the development of the open space management
plan. These savings will be around the consultation, engagement and drafting of the Green
Road Reserve chapter of the management plan.

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28. There is no current budget for the development of Green Road Reserve. The master plan
will provide a basis for the local board to make future decisions about investment in the
development of Green Road Reserve.

Ng U rlgpono /Risks
29. A potential risk for the completion of the project is the process to prepare a master plan is
linked to the development of the Rodney Local Board open space management plan. The
management plan is subject to the | ocal boar dods
programme, currently programmed to begin in October 2018. If either project is delayed the
two projects can be separated and completed independently. Completing the management
plan without first developing the master plan will have a minor increase in the costs for the
development of the management plan which will be required for undertaking some planning
work. It is likely that this could be in the order of $5,000 to $10,000.

30. The next steps are for staff to initiate the project and to procure an external consultant to
work with staff to undertake the first phase of the research and needs assessment for the
master plan.

21. The balance of the funding (of up to 20 per cent) is being sought from the Locally Driven
Initiatives Playgrounds capital budget in the 2017/2018 financial year.

22. An allocation of up to $3,000 is required to complete the budget required for the supply and
installation of the fithess equipment.

23. If the local board supports this proposal, the asset will be vested to Auckland Council and
maintenance costs will be provided by the overall Community Facilities operational
management budget. If the proposal is not accepted into the Community Led Small Build
programme, the local board will be required to fund the maintenance from the Locally Driven
Initiatives Opex budget.

Ng U rigono/Risks
24. There are no anticipated risks associated with this proposal if it is accepted into the

Community Led Small Build programme. Auckland Council will provide a project manager to
liaise and advise the community group to ensure all risks are managed and mitigated.

25. If the local board do not support the proposal and choose not to allocate Locally Driven
Initiative funding to the project, the proposal will not proceed.

Operating expenditure for the year to date is under budget overall, predominantly due to the
implementation of the Project 17 full facilities contract and the spread of costs over the
region. A full year of costings will be required to more accurately budget in this area. There
are a number of locally driven initiative projects which we will monitor in the second half of
the year to ensure delivery is achieved as per planned work programmes.

The revenue relating to community venues, halls and libraries is slightly behind budget for
the year to date although this should come back in line with the overall budget at the end of
the financial year.

The capital spend of $3.0m is $4.5m less than anticipated by the year to date budget. A
number of projects are currently underway including the Shelly Beach Seawall, Omaha
Groyne Stage 3 and various other coastal asset renewals, works on fields 1 & 2 and netball
lighting at Warkworth Showgrounds, Riverhead War Memorial sand field renewals, Huapai
Domain sand field renewals, Kowhai Park toilet renewal and a playground renewal at
William Fraser Reserve.

The complete Rodney Local Board financial performance report can be found in Appendix C.

Helensville Arts Centre had a total of 1437
visitors and delivered 62 programmes to
600 participants. Highlights inciuded Filani
Macassey’s solo exhibit Earth Day
Continuum, a Maori Arts Exhibition with 65
exhibits including carving from Taniwha
Tales Whanau and the Art Kaipara
Members Exhibition with 106 artworks.

In Q2 Art Centre Helensville had a total of 2256
visitors Including 809 participants across 54
programmes. Arts in the "Ville Festival was enjoyed by
hundreds of people visiting artists' studios and pop up
art spaces. Exhibitions at the centre featured resin
paintings by Debbie Oetgen and jewellery by Tanya
Bogdonova. Helensville Primary School children
exhibited 60 artworks which attracted their families to
the centre. Workshops and demonstrations included
ceramics glazing and fluid acrylics processes. The
centre contributed Outsider Art and Tactile Arts
exhibits to Interact Disability at Corban Arts Centre. A
locally-funded workshop produced Christmas
decorations which were gifted to Helensville families.
Volunteers contributed 210 hours.

" In Q2 Kumeu Arts Centre had a total of 2064 visitors

Staff assisted the community governance
group overseeing the OWL Hub to develop
a strategic plan setting out priorities and
actions for the next three years. A
community competition to design a logo for
the OWL Hub attracted good local
sponsorship support and over 45 entries.

1. Huapai Hub: Staff assisted the Huapai
Hub Convening Group in presenting its
concept plan for the community gathering
space to the local board. The group also
heid a workshop to seek approval of the
design from the wider community.

The
convening group members will work with
Resilio Studio to attract local investment of
materials and skills through the build
process.

3. Helensville Town Centre: Staff have
assisted the North Wesl Business
Improvement District (BID) to identify a
suitable town centre improvement project. A
process was agreed to and a streetscape
improvement project identified that the BID
will bring to the local board in the next
quarter.

In Q2, the Old Welisford Library Hub steering group
held a one day governance training workshop for
themselves and the wider community. This was well
attended and had real value in a community area that
does not get many training opportunities. The fixed
term coordinator role has now finished. There will be
a break over the holiday period and a review will be
held early in Q3 to decide on the focus and skills
needed for the coming year. The market will continue
over this period and the building will be available to
the local community to use as a venue for hire.

1. Huapal Hub; The detailed design for the Huapai
Hub is completed and total funding of $230,000 has
been allocated by the local board. This will be
sufficient to complete stages 1A and 1B of the
community gathering space. Physical works
commenced at the site in November with a blessing
and ground-breaking ceremony attended by 39 local
residents, council staff, elected members and
contractors. This was followed by a working bee of
community volunteers. It is anticipated that the build
will be completed in Q3.

2. Warkworth Community Aspirations: The report has
been finalised and signed off by the Foundation
Group. It will belaunched and presented to the local
board early in Q3 with recommendations for
community-led town centre improvement projects.

3. Helensville Town Centre: The first phase of the
design work for the Streetscape Improvement Project
has been completed by the North West Business
Association. This will be costed and the feasibility
discussed with council's Investigation and Design
Team.

Warkworth Town Hall Governance: staff are
assisting the Restoration Trust with the
transition to a community governance group
to manage Warkworth Town Hall in the
future. Staff held a workshop to meet and
brief prospective trustees. Further work
identifying the roles and responsibilities will
be undertaken in Q2. Mahurangi River: The
Warkworth community has identified an
accessibie clean healthy river as their
number one priority. Staff have begun
discussions with the environmental teams
on how we might encourage more
community support in caring for the river.

The operations manual and the
Memorandum of Understanding are in the
final stages of development and will be
completed in Q2. The Rodney Local Board
has resolved to move Coatesville and Point
Wells Community Halls to a community led
operating model. An update of the
remaining halls will be provided in Q2.

Warkworth Town Hall Governance: The Restoration
Trust had several new trustees join this quarter. The
temporary co-ordinators contract, which finished in
December 2017 has been extended until March 2018
to provide continuity and coverage over the summer
period. Staff are currently trying to secure resourcing
for a full ime programme manager for 12 months.
This position would be employed by council in the first
instance. At the end of this period it is anticipated both
the management of the hall and responsibility for

the position would have transitioned to the

community

The completion of the relationship agreement
document (formally known as MOU) and the
operational guidelines has progressed this quarter.
On-going work is still required to finalise and
implement. It is anticipated this will take the
remaining two quarters of this financial year. The
Rodney Local Board have received updates on key
issues relating to rural halls at workshops through out
this quarter. A Hui for the Rural Hall committees was
held in November, with 15 representivies attending
from across the region. At the hui staff from ACE
faciliated a session where participants could provide
feedback on what is working well for them and what
they would like Improved. There was opportunity to
share ideas, concerns and receive updates on the
status of the legal documents. In Q3 focus will be on
handing over operations of the Point Wells Hall to the
committee and continue to progress the relationship
agreement and operational guidelines.
