References to Wasp Hangar in Draft Masterplan
Background

We understand that the sale process of the land at Hobsonville which includes the Wasp Hangar is
underway. The Wasp Hangar sits on a larger 6 hectare area of land owned by Auckland Council.

The earlier Agenda item of the Finance and Performance Committee of the 12t" April 2016 agreed to
sell the land in order to implement the Unlock Hobsonville Masterplan which includes the retention and
refurbishment of the Wasp Hangar and an associated Wasp Square public space.

It is of concern that the Auckland Council owned land may be sold without consideration of the retention
of the Wasp Hangar and associated public square by Auckland Council, or the implementation of the
Hobsonville Masterplan, and the requirement for the retention of the Wasp Hangar in the earlier
comprehensive development plan granted for the Airfields Sub-precinct and the later Airfields Central
Supporting Masterplan, in the sale and purchase agreement.

The Upper Harbour Local Board and the Hobsonville community have an outstanding interest in the
provision of the Wasp Hangar and the associated public square. There is a significant deficit of indoor
recreation space in Hobsonville and the wider area. The Upper Harbour Local Board have earlier
agreed to provide $500,000 towards the refurbishment cost of the Wasp Hangar. Without the
refurbishment of the Wasp Hangar for recreational and community use there may be no substitute
provision of indoor recreational space for some time.

Earlier questions and answers from Panuku, which is managing the sale, have not addressed the issue
of how the Hobsonville Masterplan will happen, nor how the Wasp Hangar will be retained and
refurbished. We do understand that Panuku have determined that the ‘Wasp Hangar is to be retained
as a “character” building and be repurposed while considering the wider development'.

There is also the possibility of arriving at an agreement with the purchaser of the land for them to
undertake the refurbishment of the Wasp Hangar and the provision of the Wasp Square and associated
amenity so that the refurbishment works in with their associated residential development and on-site
infrastructure provision, utilises their expertise and working capital, with a handover of the asset to
Auckland Council. This form of option could be considered by Council and the Upper Harbour Local
Board as a means to provide the indoor recreational space that may otherwise not occur.

Executive Summary
