The Hauraki Gulf Forum’s proposed amendments to the Hauraki Gulf Marine Park Act
2020

In accordance with Standing Order 2.5.1, please consider the following Notice of Motion.

Recommendation/s

That the Waiheke Local Board

a) support the Hauraki Gulf Forum's proposed amendments to the Hauraki Gulf Marine
Park Act 2020 in principle, recognising that members will determine the ultimate
outcome within its debate on item 7 of the forthcoming agenda 28 Feb 2022.

b)  acknowledge its appointee must retain an open mind and listen to the contributions of all
members of the Hauraki Gulf Forum prior to deliberating and voting on the proposals.

c)  supportits appointee, Cath Handley, to expunge her duties in full under the legislation
and within the agreed governance framework of the Forum, and

d) acknowledge that the appointee, as a member of the Waiheke Local Board is also
bound to uphold the principles and intentions of the Waiheke Local Board in her wider
role within the Hauraki Gulf Forum as expressed particularly in the Waiheke Local Board
Plan 2021-2023.

Background

Note: The agenda and appendices of the Hauraki Gulf Forum (HGF) ordinary meeting
planned for Monday 28 Feb 2022 are attached and form part of the background to this motion.
Both the Co-Chair of the Hauraki Gulf Forum, Cr Pippa Coom, and the Executive Manager of
the Forum, Alex Rogers, are available to speak to the attachments.

There has been considerable public interest in agenda item 7 for the forthcoming HGF
ordinary meeting on Monday 28" Feb 2022, among other items. The attached papers speak to
the public interest and indeed to considerable misinformation that has been circulated publicly
and that has generated disquiet and significant attempts to influence members of the HGF in
the exercise of their duties under the Hauraki Gulf Marine Park Act 2000 (HGMPA) and
according to the governance statement to which all members of the HGF are committed. It is
in that setting of pressure on members of the HGF that chair of the board is seeking some
steer from her colleagues by way of a formal response that will enable the member to
participate fully in the forthcoming debate of the HGF.

As with every resolution the Forum passes, its members bring to the table their expertise, any
feedback received, and take decisions in accordance with our governance statement and the
HGMPA in the best interests of the Gulf. There are no specific requirements in the
governance statement and/or HGMPA in respect of the way in which members engage their
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agency or their constituents. That is left to each member to determine what is appropriate for

them.

The Forum is an advocacy body with no powers to make legislation nor to enact bylaws. Itis
not an elected body at large but a body of appointees. The Waiheke appointee is not elected
at large but is appointed by resolution of the Waiheke Local Board.

The appointee is bound by the HGMPA and the Governance Statement of the HGF includes
among other things the following commitments:

The Forum will operate in partnership under the Treaty of Waitangi in accordance
with the Hauraki Gulf Marine Park Act, including the principles of the Treaty of
Waitangi under Section 6. It will integrate and respect both Te Ao Maori and other
world views.

The Forum’s conduct, and all those that interact with it, will adhere to the intent of
the following principles: Openness and impartiality: having an open mind when
making decisions and listening to other points of view.

Tautoko: supporting others by respecting and upholding others mana, dignity,
identity and unique perspective.

Tika: being responsible — doing the right thing with integrity and accountability.
Ethics: maintaining the highest standard of ethical conduct.

The Waiheke Local Board context

There is no history, known to the author, of the HGF appointee of the Waiheke Local Board
ever having formally consulted with the Waiheke Local Board prior to a formal HGF decision
being taken. The current Chair of the board sought retrospective endorsement from the
current board of the major goals of the Forum, which were unanimously agreed.

However, given the context nationally the HGF appointee now seeks confirmation of the
board’s support for her role within the context of the forthcoming debate on item 7 of the 28
Feb 2002 agenda of the Hauraki Gulf Forum.

Purpose

The purpose of this Act is to—

Management of Hauraki Gulf
Recognition of national significance of Hauraki Gulf

The interrelationship between the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and catchments and the ability
of that interrelationship to sustain the life-supporting capacity of the environment of the
Hauraki Gulf and its islands are matters of national significance.
The life-supporting capacity of the environment of the Gulf and its islands includes the
capacity—
(a) to provide for—
(i) the historic, traditional, cultural, and spiritual relationship of the tangata
whenua of the Gulf with the Gulf and its islands; and
(i) the social, economic, recreational, and cultural well-being of people and
communities:
(b) to use the resources of the Gulf by the people and communities of the Gulf and
New Zealand for economic activities and recreation:
(c) to maintain the sail, air, water, and ecosystems of the Gulf.

Management of Hauraki Gulf

To recognise the national significance of the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and catchments, the

The Forum has the following purposes:

to integrate the management and, where appropriate, to promote the conservation and
management in a sustainable manner, of the natural, historic, and physical resources of
the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and catchments, for the benefit and enjoyment of the people
and communities of the Gulf and New Zealand:

to facilitate communication, co-operation, and co-ordination on matters relating to the
statutory functions of the constituent parties in relation to the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and
catchments, and the Forum:

to recognise the historic, traditional, cultural, and spiritual relationship of tangata whenua
with the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and, where appropriate, its catchments.

Establishment of Forum

A body called the Hauraki Gulf Forum is established.

The Forum consists of the following representatives:

(a) 1 representative appointed by the Minister:

(ca) 7 representatives appointed by the Auckland Council:

(e) 6 representatives of the tangata whenua of the Hauraki Gulf and its islands
appointed by the Minister, after consultation with the tangata whenua and the
Minister of Maori Affairs.

The representatives appointed in accordance with subsection (2)(ca) must—

(a) be members of—

(i) the Auckland Council; or
(ii) a local board of the Auckland Council elected in accordance with the Local
Electoral Act 2001; and

(b) include 1 member of each of the Great Barrier Island and Waiheke Island local

boards.

The representatives appointed in accordance with subsection (2)(d) or (5) must be

members of the local authority elected in accordance with the Local Electoral Act 2001.

Functions of Forum

To promote sections 7 and 8, the Forum has the following functions in relation to the

Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and catchments:

(a) to prepare a list of strategic issues, determine a priority for action on each issue, and
regularly review that list:

(b) to facilitate and encourage co-ordinated financial planning, where possible, by the
constituent parties:

(c) to obtain, share, and monitor information on the state of the natural and physical
resources:

(d) to receive reports on the completion and implementation of deeds of recognition:

(e) to require and receive reports from constituent parties on the development and
implementation of policies and strategies to address the issues identified under
paragraph (a):

(f) to receive reports from the tangata whenua of the Hauraki Gulf on the development
and implementation of iwi management or development plans:

(g) to prepare and publish, once every 3 years, a report on the state of the environment in
the Hauraki Gulf, including information on progress towards integrated management
and responses to the issues identified in accordance with paragraph (a):

(h) to promote and advocate the integrated management and, where appropriate, the
sustainable management of the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and catchments:

(i) to encourage, share, co-ordinate where appropriate, and disseminate educational and
promotional material:

(j) to liaise with, and receive reports from, persons and groups having an interest in the
Hauraki Gulf and business and community interests to promote an interest in the
purposes of the Forum:

(k) to commission research into matters relating to the functions of the Forum.

When carrying out its functions under subsection (1), the Forum must have particular

regard to the historic, traditional, cultural, and spiritual relationship of tangata whenua with

the natural, historic, and physical resources of the Hauraki Gulf, its islands, and
catchments.

Powers of Forum

The Forum has the powers that are reasonably necessary to carry out its functions.

The Forum’s powers include the powers—

(a) to consider issues related to its purpose; and

(b) to receive reports from constituent parties; and

(c) to make recommendations to constituent parties; and

(d) to advise any person who requests the Forum’s advice; and

(e) to commission or undertake those activities that are necessary to achieve its

purpose.

he Forum must not—

(a) appear before a court or tribunal other than as a witness if called by a party to
proceedings; or

(b) take partin a decision-making process under any enactment other than to advise
when requested to do so.
