Annual Budget 2022-2023 Have Your Say consultation sessions have been, with staff
organising the various engagement sessions with the community through a
community provider and due to this there was the ability of local community
members to log in to the sessions. We look forward to the feedback collated by
officers to be brought back for comments on the regional topics and Mangere-
Otahuhu Local priorities.
