It gives me great pleasure to nominate Barmry Sinclair to receive a New Zealand Honour.

| have known Barry since 2004 and have witnessed first-hand his extensive contribution to the cricket
community on the North Shore and throughout the country.

Barry is of course a national representative in cricket, playing 21 test matches for his country between
1962 68. He was also recognised for his leadership skills when named as captain for three of those
matches.

However, whilst his list of achievements on the field is extensive, | believe his greatest contribution has
been made off the field. The New Zealand Cricket Players’ Association (NZCPA) was established in 2001
by the current players of the day. Initially, many past players did not understand the role of the NZCPA
and how player associations contribute to a sport as a whole. A small number were quite critical of
establishment of a players’ association in cricket. The cumrent players soon resolved to add a past payer
membership category to the organization to both connect with the past players, but also knowing that they
wanted to remain a member of the NZCPA post their paying days.

Barry Sinclair was the first player of his generation to come and speak to me with a view to understanding
what the NZCPA did, including its various goals and aspirations. He quickly recognized the importance of
a players association in professional sport and became a champion of the organization within his
generational playing group.

Whilst he had been an active member since 2006, we were honoured to announce Barry as the inaugural
Patron of the NZCPA in 2010, a position he holds to this day. In this role he attends all Board meetings
where he adds great insight into the various discussions and positions that need to be adopted by the
Board. He also attends many official functions on our behalf.

Significantly, Barry single handedly doubled our past player membership when appointed Patron from a
100 past player members to over 200 within the first couple of years of his appointment. We now have
over 350 past player members — many of who have joined through the work of Barry. He has also been a
strong champion of our community Hooked on Cricket programme which takes the game to new
communities in low social economic areas. Six primary school tournaments are played throughout the
country and run by the current players in each region. Barry always attends the event in South Auckland
and ensures we continued to prioritize this activity as a whole and the current players give back to the
sport.

It is also appropriate for me to acknowledge the significant work he has done for the North Shore Cricket
Club over the years, where he has driven their fundraising activities and led the very popular annual

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luncheon they hold in February each year. It is Barry’s work that principally drives the event and its
revenue, but critically he also finds the always entertaining speaker from this country or overseas. People
always want to come and help Barry, which is an indicator of how high people regard him and his work.

Finally, | should also note the work he has done with many players over the years, a number have
connected with him through the NZCPA and have sought his wise counsel over the years whether that's
from a playing point of view or off field decisions making.

| can think of no more deserving candidate for a New Zealand honour after a lifetime of service to the
sport. The positive influence he has had over so many and the corresponding impact on our cricket
community is second to none. | sincerely hope our country sees fit to acknowledge his outstanding
contribution to New Zealand through awarding him an honor he so richly deserves.

North Shore Cricket Club is saddened to advise of the
passing of our esteemed patron, Barry Whitley
Sinclair, MNZM, aged 85.

A true gentleman and a cricketer’s cricketer.
Originally from Wellington, Barry (or BWS as he
preferred to be known) was well-known for his career
at the highest level, playing 21 test matches for New
Zealand in the 1960s, including three as captain. Barry
compiled three test centuries and was regarded by
many as a world-class test batsman of his time, and
cricket scribes also referred to his outstanding
fielding.

After moving to Auckland in the early 1970s, Barry
soon found a home at the North Shore Cricket Club,
where he would make an enormous contribution over
the next five decades. First as a player, and then as a
manager, administrator, selector, coach and
volunteer.

He spent countless hours coaching and mentoring
young players.

Another of Barry’s lasting legacies is our Annual
Summer Luncheon, a vision that was entirely of his making, which has put the club in a healthy position
today. We cannot do his service justice. Suffice to say we were exceedingly lucky to have him at North
Shore.

Barry’s service was recognised nationally in 2016 when he was included in the Queens’ Birthday Honours
list and made a Member of the New Zealand Order of Merit for services to cricket. It was a wonderful
acknowledgement, to which Barry was extremely proud.

The club will mark Barry’s life at our upcoming AGM and next season.

In the meantime, we extend our sincere sympathies to Barry's sons, Mark and Jeremy, and the rest of
his family.
