Considering the long-term outcomes we want from the new crossing investment and work done in
previous studies and projects, we've looked at multiple options. We've carried out an assessment
of how we could cross Te Waitemata in the future via new connections (bridges, tunnels, or a
combination of the two), while also looking at how to best use the existing Auckland Harbour
Bridge. With all the options, there are a range of impacts, opportunities and constraints.

The options considered provide facilities for all modes of travel, whether it be by walking, cycling,
light rail, bus, goods and service vehicles, freight and general traffic. This means that everyone will
get better accessibility, travel choice and resilience crossing Te Waitemata.

The two maps below show new bridge and tunnel crossings being considered. It is important to
note each option being considered has different combinations of how the existing harbour bridge is
used, the modes using new bridges or tunnels varies, and in some situations, options considered
include a new bridge and a new tunnel. We have identified scenarios that show how these options
work in different ways.
