The Franklin Local Board will also consider applications for other services, projects, events and activities
which may be considered a lower priority on a case by case bhasis

The Franklin Local Board has identified the following as lower priorities:

e Operational costs including wages and salaries, with the exception of fees for professional services
e Gratuity
e [nitiatives that are eligible and can be funded by central government

e Organisations which have a closed membership i.e. the benefit is for members only and there is limited
benefit to the wider community

e Sports equipment, including sports uniforms
e Travel expenses, including vehicle expenses

e Applications that do not demonstrate benefit to communities in the Franklin Local Board area

Exclusions:

Applicants who apply for the same project or activity more than once in a financial year to Franklin Local Board

Multi-board Grants

The Franklin Local Board will also consider funding for Multi-board grant applications, in collaboration with
other local boards. Applicants will need to clearly demonstrate how their intended project, event and/or
activities deliver on Franklin Local Board strategic outcomes and how the initiatives will specifically benefit
people and communities in the Franklin Local Board area.
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Community Partnership Grants

The local board will reassess the community partnership grants programme and pending this assessment,
may potentially invite applications in early 2024.

Note: The Community Partnerships Grant are for the period T July 2021 to 30 June 2024 and have already
been administered.

Franklin Waterway Protection Fund

The local board aims to support projects that will protect and enhance the natural environment and
improve water quality in catchments across Franklin, and ultimately improve the health of the Manukau
Harbour and Hauraki Gulf. The Waterways projection fund compliments the work that Auckland Council
(Healthy Waters) delivers in public spaces and enables the board to partner with lwi, private landowners
and environmental groups on water guality projects outside of the public realm.

Funding Criteria:

e Applicants are landowners, lwi, community and environmental groups located or operating in the
priority catchment

e Activities or work that has not yet started or been completed (no retrospective funding)
e Projects on privately-owned land involving fencing off the stream, wetlands, seeps and drains

* \Works relating to the fencing, such as enabling alternative water supplies for livestock needed as a
consequence of the fencing

e Environmental weed control and restoration planting using eco-sourced plants within fenced-off areas

e Fifty per cent of the project cost to be funded by applicants, including an in-kind contribution or
contribution by other donors

Franklin Coastal Rescue Services Fund

Franklin Local Board are includes 15% of Auckland’s coastline along the Manukau Harbour in the west and
Hauraki Gulf in the east. The local board recognises that this generates challenges for sea rescue services,
including surf lifesaving. The board supports local water safety by supporting these services to operate
through annual coastal rescue services grants.

Funding Criteria:
The Franklin Local Board will support projects that meet the following criteria.
Local volunteers providing effective sea rescue services to the community.

e \Vessel expenses outside of rescue events e.g. training costs
e \Vessel accommodation expenses

e Contribution to equipment replacement
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e Training and venue expenses

Public education activities to improve beach and boating safety for visitors and residents.

e Vessel focused programmes
e Risk and hazard focused programmes
e Survival skills programmes

Naote: learn to swim programmes are funded through other channels and applications for these
programmes will not be accepted

Franklin Swimming Pool Grant

Many communities across Franklin Local Board area do not have easy access to public pool facilities due to
their distance from urban centres. The local board aims to enable the community to access school pools in
their area and in doing so support the development of water safety skills and access to recreational
opportunities enjoyed by those in urban areas. The board does this by providing financial support to
schools with pools to off-set costs of opening outside school hours and in school holidays i e.g. cost of
additional pool chemicals, additional water testing and provision of keys.

Funding Criteria

The Franklin Local Board will support grant applications that meet the following criteria:

e The opportunity to access the pool is actively promoted to the wider community (not exclusively to
the school community).

e Regular water testing is undertaken by a certified person (i.e. has attained the NZQA unit standards
in swimming pool water guality)

e Auseragreement with at least one community user group/organisation (e.g. learn to swim provider)
isin place.

e Requests for capital grants improvements will not be considered. e.g. replacement pumps, re-
painting etc

e Franklin _ocal Board support is acknowledged through school and local community publications
and “supported by Franklin Local Board” signage is erected adjcent to sppol entry gates in a visible
location.

The 2022/23 Franklin Swimming Pool Grant applications will now enable application for 2022/23 and
2023/24 so that groups do not have to reapply until 2024 (for the 2023/2024 financial year). The intention
of this change is to reduce administrative requirement for schools. This means that there will NOT be an
opportunity to receive any new applications in 2023 as budget will already be fully allocated.
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To ensure that the grants budget can deliver as much benefit as possible across the Local Board area, the

Franklin Local board has applied the following investment approach:
